1. Qualifications

1) Student who is under 38 years old or younger as of April 1, 2025 and the VISA status
is “Student”.

2) Student who studies the field of human health (Medicine, Pharmacology, Biology,
Nutrition, Physical Education, Engineering, or majors the field of business
administration or is related to that. (Your research field must be matched those fields;
however, it is not a problem which graduate school you are enrolled.)

3) Student who is enrolled as a regular student

4) Student who is engaging in unique or innovative research

5) Student who has a desire to learn, morality and who is a high achiever

6) Student who has an international vision and provides leadership as a bridge between
her/his country and Japan

7) Student who is recognized to hardly pay school expenses

2. Disqualifications
1) Student who will NOT graduate within regular period for graduation
or has already repeated a grade
2) Student who is recommended to another scholarship for FY 2025
3) Student who will graduate in the FY 2025
4) Student who was a scholar at this Otsuka Toshimi Scholarship foundation before

3. Scholarship
1,000,000 yen, 1,500,000 yen or 2,000,000 yen/ Year
(The amount would be decided through the selection by the foundation.)

4, Period
1 year from April 2025 to March 2026

5. The number of recommended students from Tokushima University
1 students from School of Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences
1 stundent from School of Science and Technology
