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This is a six-month intensive Japanese course for international students. Students learn
foundational Japanese and can develop skills in using the language in their everyday lives.

They also learn helpful Japanese expressions and culture through real hands-on experiences. The
following students are welcome to join this program: (1) the students who have not studied
Japanese before or (2) those who have studied Japanese only for a short period and wish to study
Japanese again from the beginning.
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The recipients of the Japanese MEXT Scholarship (Embassy Recommendation) are
recommended to take this intensive Japanese course. Other international students studying
in Tokushima University who have never learned Japanese can also apply for this course.
Students must participate in all the classes (10 classes per week). Also, there will be
cultural experience events over the weekend. These activities are essential for understanding
Japanese people and language, so please make sure to participate in them as well.
