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For those who want to study English in addition to regular English classes:
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BASEHR{EI—RX “Intensive Japanese Course”
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This is a six-month intensive Japanese course for international students. Students learn the
foundational Japanese and can achieve the skills to use the language for their everyday life.
They also learn useful Japanese expressions and culture through real hands-on experiences. The
following students are welcome to join this program: (1) the students who have not studied
Japanese before or (2) those who have studied Japanese only for a short period and wish to study
Japanese again from the beginning.
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The recipients of the Japanese MEXT Scholarship (Embassy Recommendation) are

recommended to take this intensive Japanese course. Other international students studying

in Tokushima University who have never learned Japanese can also apply for this course.

Students must participate in all the classes (10 per week) and other activities.
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Application: Fill out the application form and submit it to the office of the International
Affairs Division (Josanjima: Glocal Communication Hall 4F, Kuramoto: Kuramoto Hall 2F).

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Classroom: ELCS, 2" floor of Glocal Communication Hall in Josanjima Campus
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Textbooks: Minna no Nihongo Shokyu I, II  Main Textbook, Grammar Notes
(Second Edition, Three A Network)
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No course fee will be charged, but participants need to pay for their textbooks. Please be
sure to bring your textbooks to the classroom.
Students who meet the specified requirements will receive a certificate of completion.
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Each class shown below is held twice a week. Students can study Japanese language while
studying and researching their major subjects. Students will be assigned in a class appropriate
to their Japanese level.
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Students can take only one class per semester. Please ask the program coordinator
beforehand if you want to take muItipIe classes
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The class schedule may change or be canceled depending on the number of students who
sign up. The textbook will be explained in class.

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If you would like to join a class other than the ones listed above, please use the QR code to




submit a request. Depending on the number of students and the availability of the
instructors, we may consider opening additional classes. However, for now, only the
